The Merlion was designed as an emblem for the
Singapore Tourism Board (STB) in 1964. The designer

TheMerlion has a lion head and a fish body resting on

a crest of waves. The lion head symbolizes the legend
of the rediscovery of Singapura, as recorded in the
O- AT Au 111 A1 O6 @&s, Pingapokel wak Al
known as Temasek, a Javanese word for sea.

The Merlion statue, measuring 8.6neters high and weighing 70tones, was
built by the late Singapore craftsman, MrLim Nang Seng. It is made of
cement fondue. A smaller Merlion statue, measuring tweneters high and
weighing three tones was also built by Mr. Lim. The body is made of cement
fondue, the skin from porcelain plates and eyes fra small red teacups.

SINGAPORE NATIONAL FLAG

For 140 years (18191959), the Union Jack flew over Singapore. Then, on
3rd December 1959, the National Flag, an important symbol of
independence, was unveiled at the installation of the new Head of Statke
Yang diPertuan Negara. The flag was conceived and created by a committee
headed by the then Deputy Prime Minister, Dr. Toh Chin Chye.

The Flag consists of two horizontal halves, red above white. Red symbolizes
universal brotherhood and equality of men
and white - purity and virtue. In the upper
left corner, a white crescent moon and five
white stars form a circle. The crescent moon
represents a young nation on the rise. The

THE LION CAPITAL

The State emblem is an adaptation from the Sarnath,
Lion Capital of Ashoka. In the original, there are four
lions, standing back to back, mounted on an abacus
with a frieze carrying sculptures in high relief of an
elephant, a galloping horse, a bull and dion
separated by intervening wheels over a belshaped
lotus. Carved out of a single block of polished
sandstone, the capital is crowned by the Wheel of
the Law-O$ EAOI A #EAEOAGS

In the State emblem, adopted by the Government of dia on 26 January
1950, only three lions are visible, the fourth being hidden from view. The
wheel appears in relief in the center of the abacus with a bull on right and a
horse on left and the outlines of other wheels on extreme right and left. The
bell-shaped lotus has been omitted. The words Satyamevdayate from

INDIAN NATIONAL FLAG

The National Flag of India is a horizontal tricolour (TIRANGADf deep
saffron (Kesaria) at the top, white in the middle and dark green at the
bottom in equal proportions.The ratio of the
width to the length of the flag is two is to
three. In the centre of the white band, there is
a wheel in navy blue to indicatethe Dharma
Chakra, the wheel of law in the Sarnath Lion
#ADEOAI 8 4EEO OUI ATl
Buddhist symbol dating back to 2000 century
BC. Its diameter approximates the width of the
white band and it has 24 spokes, which indicates that there isfdi in
movement and death in stagnation. The saffron stands for courage, sacrifice
and the spirit of renunciation; the white, for purity and truth; the green for
faith and fertility. The design of the National Flag of India was adopted by
YT AEAS O t#Asderably oD £2Ad July, 1947.
